Semi-natural ancient woodland covers almost 20% of the South 
Downs and yet the woodland economy has virtually collapsed leaving 
most of these woodlands in a very neglected state.  Using wood for 
heating is not only sustainable in that it is CO2 neutral but it also pro-
vides a potential economic incentive to manage woodlands and thus 
provide sustainable land management for this important habitat. 
 
BioMAP is a project which is funded by the South Downs Sustainable 
Development Fund, West Sussex County Council and Renewable 
Heat & Power Ltd  (RHPL).  It is being undertaken by Natural Light
