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The HEAT Project's 2004/2005 season got off to a flying start 
with over 6,000 enquiries received in the first two weeks via 
phone, post and the re-launched web site www.heatproject.co.uk.    
         Improved take up has been seen helped by the new higher 
grants enabling householders to receive full loft and cavity wall 
insulation from as little as £100 (see table for full costings).  The addition of 100% 
funding for insulation in homes where occupants receive benefit closes the gap 
left by Warmfront now 
making the HEAT Pro-
ject a total one stop shop 
for grants.  
 
This year's direct mail 
shot started on the 20th 
of September and by the 
time it finishes next May will have reached more than a third of all homes in 
England and Wales.  Almost 100 local authorities now endorse or provide sup-
port to the HEAT Project and many are undertaking their own local activities 
to generate enquiries.   
 
Those authorities endorsing the scheme will soon receive their own personal 
web zone enabling them to log into the live HEAT Project database to view 
how many people have received works in their districts along with energy data 
such as SAP, CO2 and Gj savings made.

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A majority of UK residents agree that windfarms are needed to meet future energy needs, according to a survey from the country’s 
wind energy association. 
           The ‘Embrace the Revolution’  campaign has been launched by the British Wind Energy Association to unite people who  
favour wind energy and to challenge people who claim that windfarms are noisy and a blot on the landscape. Its survey shows that 
74% agree that windfarms are necessary to generate green power to meet current and future energy needs in the UK, while only 12% 
disagree. 
           “Time is running out on climate change and wind power is essential to averting its potential impacts,”  says Marcus Rand of 
BWEA. “Britain has the best wind resource in Europe; it’s everlasting, on our doorstep, and ready to use now.”  
 
“By embracing wind, we will increase our nation’s energy security and create thousands of new jobs for Britain,”  he adds. “But we 
need to act now. The Embrace campaign will challenge the myths about wind energy head on and will give a voice to the vast ma-
jority of us that want to see wind turbines as a common feature in Britain.”

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$22m for US farm renewables… 

The U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture (USDA) has issued $22 mil-
lion in renewable energy and en-
ergy efficiency grants for projects 
across rural America, in what is 
being seen as one of the most sig-
nificant clean energy develop-
ments by the Bush Administra-
tion.  
 
The funding, which comes under 
the Farm Bill, is aimed at assist-
ing farmers and rural communi-
ties with rising energy costs. It is 
also an increase on previous 
grants. The move signifies that 
renewables and energy efficiency 
are seen as effective routes to 
savings by the US Government.  
 
"The farm economy has been hit 
hard by high energy prices, 
which also affect fertilizer and 
other costs. This program helps 
farmers control costs, which re-
duces inflationary pressure on 
food prices," said William Prin-
dle, from the American Council 
for an Energy Efficient Economy. 
"Our research has shown that 
saving energy not only cuts en-
ergy bills for consumers who in-
vest in efficiency, it also reduces 
energy prices for all consumers."

Schwarzenegger has announced 
legislation to promote solar pan-
elling in housing.  
            The legislation would pri-
marily create the ‘Solar Homes 
Peak Procurement Account’  for 
homeowners to get rebates on 
solar photovoltaic systems and 
energy bills, and oblige the build-
ing industry in the state to offer 
solar options for homebuyers by 
2008.

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Russia's government has approved the 
Kyoto Protocol and sent the climate 
change pact to the State Duma's lower 
house of parliament for endorsement. 
         This gives decisive support to 
the long-delayed climate change 
treaty that should allow it to come 
into force worldwide. 
         Once Russia ratifies, its 17% 
share of industrialised country cli-
mate emissions will take Kyoto be-
yond the 55% threshold that triggers 
entry-into-force. The protocol's provi-
sions - notably country-specific caps 
on emissions of a basket of six green-
house gases - will become legally 
binding 90 days later. 
         The European Union hailed 
Moscow's decision and seized the 
moment to urge Washington, whose 
rejection of the pact in 2001 left it de-
pendent on Russia's approval, to re-
think its position. 
         Defra Environment Secretary 
Margaret Beckett said: 
         "I am delighted by President 
Putin's decision to send the Protocol 
to the Duma for ratification. Russian 
ratification is a vital step forward for 
global efforts to tackle climate 
change. We look forward to a swift 
decision to ratify by the Duma." 
 
The UK Government believes ratify-
ing Kyoto is the right thing for Rus-
sia. Implementation of the Protocol 
could bring significant economic 
benefits to Russia, particularly by en-

hancing investment in the energy sec-
tor and through international emis-
sions trading. 
          Russia's leadership on Kyoto is 
extremely timely in advance of this 
year's climate change negotiations in 
Buenos Aires in December, and a 
welcome boost for Britain's plans for 
international dialogue on climate 
change in 2005. 
 
Whilst the US Administration contin-
ues to reject the Kyoto Protocol, the 
state of California has unveiled a plan 
to cut car pollution and reduce green-
house gas emissions. San Francisco's 
"climate action plan" seeks to slash 
annual carbon dioxide emissions by 
2.5 million tons by 2012, a 20% cut 
below 1990 emissions.  
 
San Francisco’s Mayor Gavin 
Newsom said: 
 
"Global climate change is a real and 
looming threat to our economy, our 
public health and our environment. 
But when the current administration 
in Washington refuses to cooperate 
with the rest of the world to reduce 
greenhouse gases, it is even more im-
portant that San Francisco and other 
cities across this country demonstrate 
real environmental leadership and 
take specific, local steps to cut emis-
sions and protect our future".

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Talking green is all well and good, but, says 
Mark Tran, if Tony Blair wants to get even 
halfway to his goal of cutting carbon dioxide 
emissions by 20%, he's going to have to 
wean consumers off oil and convince giants 
such as ExxonMobil it's worth their while 
changing  
           If Tony Blair really believes that the 
world needs a "new green industrial revolu-
tion" to head the "catastrophic consequences 
of climate change", he will have to convince 
some powerful players.  
           One way of reducing carbon dioxide 
emissions is to shift from fossil fuels - oil, 
gas and coal - to cleaner energy such as wind 
and solar, and to promote energy efficiency. 
           But try telling that to ExxonMobil, 
regarded as a dinosaur of the carbon age by 
environmentalists.  
           In the oil business, ExxonMobil 
stands out from its peers. The hugely profit-
able oil giant - it earned $12.5bn (£11.9bn) 
last year - sticks resolutely to its core busi-
ness of oil and gas. Unlike its rivals BP and 

Shell, Exxon does not invest in solar energy 
and takes a sceptical of view of renewable 
power. In its energy projections to 2020, 
Exxon said that it believes the combined con-
tribution of wind and solar to total energy 
supplies will be less than 0.5%.  
 
As Exxon said in its February report on En-
ergy Trends: "Though each of the renewable 
power-generation options has a place, the 
limitations of current technologies preclude 
any of them being suitable for meeting a 
large enough share of long-term energy sup-
ply needs to displace conventional energy 
sources."  
           On top of that, Exxon sees an inexora-
ble rise in demand for energy, especially in 
the developing world as countries like China 
and India make their dash for growth. Even 
in the developed world, energy consumption 
is set to rise despite an increase in more en-
ergy efficient cars and appliances.

A gaping hole in the ozone layer 
over Antarctica appears to have 
shrunk by about 20 percent from 
last year's record-breaking size, 
New Zealand scientists said.  
 
The National Institute of Water & 
Atmospheric Research (NIWA) 
said its measurements backed up 
NASA satellite data showing the 
hole peaked at about 9 million sq 
miles compared with 11 million 
sq miles in 2003.  
 
The ozone layer sits about 9-19 
miles above the earth, filtering 
harmful ultraviolet rays that can 
cause skin cancer.  
           Industrial chemicals con-
taining chlorine and bromine 
used in refrigerators and aerosols 
have been blamed for thinning 
the layer because they attack the 
ozone molecules, causing them to 
break apart.  
           NIWA scientist Stephen 
Wood cautioned against reading 
too much into the hole's smaller 
size, which he said was also in-
fluenced by natural variations.  
           "We need to see smaller or 
less severe ozone holes over a 
number of years before we can 
say for certain that ozone is re-
covering," he said in a statement.  
           The only inhabited area 
that might possibly be affected by 
the hole would be the southern tip 
of South America, he said.  
 
Under the 1987 Montreal Proto-
col, more than 180 signatory 
states have committed to phasing 
out the use of nearly 100 ozone-
damaging substances.  
 
In 2002, the ozone hole suddenly 
shrank, raising hopes it had 
turned the corner and was starting 
to close but some scientists later 
put it down to an abnormality 
caused by atmospheric condi-
tions.

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Tory leader 
Michael Howard has 
accused Tony Blair of 
squandering the chance 
to lead efforts against 
climate change.  
           In a speech to an environment forum, 
Mr Howard described climate change as 
"one of mankind's greatest challenges".  
           He said it was very disappointing that 
Tony Blair had not succeeded in persuading 
US President George Bush that the issue 
should not be shirked.  
 
In a speech on Tuesday, Mr Blair is ex-
pected to say other countries need to do 
more to cut pollution. Mr Howard called for 
a new drive to persuade America to sign up 
to the Kyoto accord and suggested he was 
better able to fulfil that ambition. 
           He pointed to the way he, as environ-
ment secretary in John Major's government, 
had persuaded President Bush's father to 
sign up to the forerunner of the Kyoto agree-
ment. Just as on the war on terror, nobody 
could opt out of the fight against global 
warming, he said.  
"America generates a quarter of the world's 

greenhouse gas emissions, yet it has only 
four per cent of the world's population," he 
said. "Their involvement is essential if we 
are to have effective action. It can be done."  
 
Stamp duty cut?  
Mr Howard urged a new focus on energy 
efficiency, which he called the "Cinderella" 
of the debate.  
           At least two-thirds of Britain's hous-
ing stock had yet to benefit from any effi-
ciency measures at all.  
           He suggested there could be a cut in 
stamp duty on energy efficient homes.  
           Mr Howard attacked the government 
for "betting the farm" on onshore wind en-
ergy and putting renewable energy on a col-
lision course with local residents' opinion.  
           Offshore wind power, biomass plans, 
solar, wave and tidal power were being ne-
glected, with Britain losing ground on devel-
oping such technology.  
           The Tory leader committed his party 
to phasing out the use of hydroflurocarbons 
(HFCs), which are used in fridges and air-
conditioning, between 2008 and 2014.
